Abreach at DC Health Link that exposed protected health information for at least 17 current or former members
of Congress plus hundreds of congressional staff resulted from human error in the form of a misconfigured
database, the head of the health exchange testified.

At ajoint hearing on April 19, members of two House subcommittees grilled Mila Kofman, executive director of
the District of Columbia Health Benefit Exchange Authority, on the breach, which resulted in some information

being posted on the dark web. [11

“The cause of this breach is a server that was misconfigured, which allowed access to the two stolen reports
without proper authentication,” Kofman told the House Administration Committee’s Oversight Subcommittee
and the Committee on Oversight and Accountability Subcommittee on Cybersecurity, Information Technology,
and Government Innovation. “To be clear, it was a human mistake.”
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
